ElizabethHa . o O ( A rubric is simply a heading or a major point, so the instructions 
aren't really rubrics in my understanding of the term. ) 
AnneEF says, "Perhaps I'm translating badly from the French which is also one of my 
languages" 
DafneG [Spain] says, "I used it in the context of alternative evaluation" 
MikeFM says, "Elizabeth et al - I think we will have to "lay down the law" for the 
exercise team, in a way that you know how to do so skillfully -" 
ElizabethHa . o O ( The term comes from Latin MSS where the major headings were 
written in red ink. ) 
ElizabethHa . o O ( Mike, you don't know how much I hate being grammarlady. ) 
DafneG [Spain] says, "lol" 
AnneEF exclaims, "Let's just agree that I misused the word!" 
MikeFM says, "You don't have to be GrammarLady, you can just explain to Exercise 
team - esp Jacques - about how to write SIMPLE instructions" 
ElizabethHa says, "Daf--I think "rubric" in eval criteria would mean the major points of 
evaluation--which might then have subpoints or details. We use it this way in holistic 
writing evaluation too." 
DafneG [Spain] says, "yes, Elizabeth that's it" 
MikeFM says, "That's the way we use the word in French, Eliz - basically categories" 
ElizabethHa asks, "So back to instructions--simple instructions are the hardest to write, 
eh?" 
AnneEF says, "Simple and short" 
ElizabethHa says, "Anne--definitely so." 
AnneEF says, "There's nothing worse than being faced with a sea of the language you're 
trying to learn." 
ElizabethHa exclaims, "Anne--I so much agree!" 
AnneEF says, "in the instructions and explanations I mean." 



MikeFM says, "I think I did a good job in keeping most instructions simple so far, he said 
with no modesty - tell me where I am wrong (this is NOT a rhetorical question!)" 
AnneEF says, "Yes, it was not a criticism of RE. I was thinking of an online test I showed 
my students today." 
DafneG [Spain] says, "I would have to go over them, paying attention to the instructions" 
MikeFM says, "When you have time  - time" 
ElizabethHa says, "Here's an example: Click here to download the soundtrack of the 
FIRST section of video." 
ElizabethHa says, "Listen to the sound track as many times as you want to. Click on the 
box if you agree with the statement." 
DafneG [Spain] says, "I have to confess that I did not read them, I went straight to the 
ex." 
MikeFM says, "Most sites on the internet speak to beginners as if they were speaking to 
their teachers" 
ElizabethHa says, "These could be" CLICK HERE (download)." 
AnneEF says, "Yes it's a recurring problem I have in recommending sites to beginners." 
MikeFM says, "That's one reason I use pictures as often as possible in exos" 
ElizabethHa says, "Listen. Click on the best answer."

AnneEF exclaims, "Right!" 
MikeFM says, "And with Grammar Lady helping, it is sure to be a winning collection of 
simple standard instructions" 
DafneG [Spain] smiles to the Grammar Lady 
MikeFM says, "I am going to go through the exos I made up myself, and ask your advice 
for simplification"
